
RIGHT OF ENTRY AGREEMENT

THIS RIGHT OF ENTRY AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is entered into this ___ day of ____________, 2022, by [Insert Legal Entity name of Parish] (“Grantor”) and [Insert name of State/County Govt. Entity] (“Grantee”). 

WHEREAS, Grantor owns certain real property and improvements located at [Insert address] known as ______________, and such other areas on or about its campus as are necessary for ingress and egress to _______________ (the “Property”); 
WHEREAS, Grantee and its agents are desirous to enter upon the Property for the purpose of conducting COVID-19 vaccinations (the “Vaccinations”); 
WHEREAS, Grantor and Grantee desire to document in this Agreement the terms and conditions regarding Grantee’s use of the Property for the Vaccinations;

NOW, THEREFORE, that for and in consideration of the promises, mutual covenants, obligations, benefits, and undertakings herein set forth, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, the parties agree as follows: 

1.  PURPOSE.  Use of and access to the Property by the Grantee only and for the sole purpose of providing the Vaccinations.  Grantor has offered the use of the Property for the purpose at no cost to Grantee. 
2.  TERM. The term of this Agreement shall commence on ____________, 2022 at _____a.m./p.m. and terminate on _______________, 2022 at ______________a.m/p.m.  All rights of access shall terminate automatically at the expiration of the term, unless the parties have agreed in writing to a further extension, amendment or renewal.  
3.  EFFECT OF AGREEMENT.  This Agreement does not constitute a lease or establish 

a landlord-tenant relationship; nor does it convey any interest in real or personal property.  Grantor expressly reserves the right to revoke, in its sole discretion, any and all rights conferred hereunder, in whole or in part at any time.  
4.  SUPERVISION.  Grantee shall have full and sole responsibility for the safety and supervision of (a) its employees, agents and representatives and (b) any invitees or other persons (including invited press, medical personnel, government officials, persons to be vaccinated, and all others) appearing on the Property to participate in the Vaccinations while any and all such persons are on Grantor’s Property and subject to the limitations below, shall have sole responsibility for any injury to all persons and damage to any real or personal property, on or in the Grantor’s Property, whether owned by Grantor, or any other person, caused by the Grantee’s employees, agents, representatives, or invitees.  Grantee shall ensure that all individuals present on Grantor’s Property comply with all applicable federal, state, and local guidance and orders regarding social distancing and other steps to mitigate the spread of COVID-19. 
5.  WAIVER AND HOLD HARMLESS.  Grantor makes no warranty or representation concerning the condition of the Property.  Grantee acknowledges that Grantor is furnishing access to and use of the Property for the Vaccinations to Grantee and any invitees in the Property’s “As-Is” condition, and that Grantor shall not be liable for any injury or damage to Grantee, its agents, employees and representatives and any invitees relating to the condition of the Property, unless caused by the gross negligence or willful misconduct of the Grantor.  Subject to the Maryland Tort Claims Act (State Government Article, Sections 12-101 through 12-110) or the Local Government Tort Claims Act (Courts and Judicial Proceedings Article, Sections 5-301 through 5-304), as applicable and notwithstanding any policy or policies of insurance, Grantee will hold harmless, save and indemnify the Grantor against all claims for damages, costs, judgments, expenses and reasonable attorney's fees incurred by Grantor as a result of Grantee’s temporary access to the Property for the provision of vaccinations thereon, except to the extent that any such claims and liabilities result from the gross negligence or intentional acts of Grantor.

6.  LIABILITY INSURANCE.  Grantee is a governmental agency.  With respect to Grantee’s liability for claims, damages, costs, judgments, expenses and reasonable attorney's fees asserted by third parties, Grantor will be indemnified to the greatest extent permitted under the Maryland Tort Claims Act or the Local Government Tort Claims Act, as applicable. 
7.  INGRESS AND EGRESS.  Grantor grants to Grantee access to the Grantor’s Property as is reasonably necessary to undertake those activities required for the Vaccinations together with the right of reasonable ingress and egress to and from the Grantor’s Property until the end of the term of this Agreement. 

8. CONDITION OF PROPERTY.  Grantee agrees to restore the Property to its original condition upon expiration of this Agreement. 
9.  ASSURANCES.  The Grantee gives assurances that all activities undertaken or equipment, materials, substances generated, used or brought onto the Property pose no threat to safety or health of persons or the environment. The Grantee accepts full and sole responsibility for security of the Vaccinations (including the safety and supervision of its volunteers, agents, representatives, contractors, press, medical personnel, government officials, persons to be vaccinated, and all others), and shall be solely responsible for the operations, traffic control, supervision, and proper handling of all equipment and materials brought on to the Property.  At the end of the term, the Grantee shall remove all equipment, materials, vehicles and trash from the Property, and shall return the Property to the same condition as it was in at the beginning of the term.   Grantee shall assure that sufficient medical personnel are present on the Property as is necessary to safely deliver vaccinations.  Grantee shall assure that those receiving vaccination understand that Grantor has no role or participation in the delivery of such vaccinations. 
10. SURVIVAL.  Grantee’s obligations under this Agreement shall survive termination or revocation of access.  Except as provided for in Section 5 hereof, nothing in this Agreement is intended or shall be construed to be an admission of any issue of law or fact, nor a waiver of any right, claim or defense, in any dispute, proceeding or litigation regarding potential liability for conditions in Grantor’s Property.  
11. GOVERNING LAW.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Maryland.

12. INVALIDITY OF PROVISIONS.  If any provision of this Agreement shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue to be valid and enforceable.  If a court finds that any provision of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid and enforceable, then such provision shall be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so limited taking into account the intent of the parties at the time of contracting.
